MEMBERSHIP RULES & BENEFITS — Effective Nov 1, 2010

Current Student Membership Benefits:

You will have access to all areas that are not being used for organized classes, or private sessions by DCTC
instructors during working hours. Working hours will be:
o Monday through Friday: 9 am to 9 pm
o Saturday: 9 am to 6 pm
o Sunday: 9 am to 4 pm
We will consider lengthening weekend hours if membership grows to support it.
Up to 3 dogs can be brought in to DCTC by any one handler, provided they are crated while not being worked.

You may bring guests to DCTC for practice for $10 per person. Guests may bring only one dog per visit.

Current Student Membership Rules:

An agility area will be open for use on a daily basis. Rally, Obedience, Dancing Dog practice will be open on
Thursday and Friday.

Occasionally, DCTC will rent out the entire facility (mostly weekends). We will keep the rentals calendar updated.
Please check the calendar to make sure the facility has not been rented. Facility Rentals will take precedence
over membership.

When multiple members use the facility, please be aware that it will be a shared use. (Take turns)

For safety, no leashes will be allowed while a dog is on agility equipment.

All members and their guests will be required to sign a waiver absolving DCTC of any liability from accidents to
themselves or their dog(s).

We promote positive training methods and unsafe equipment usage or mistreatment of your dog will not be
tolerated.

There will be a facility use sign in sheet at the front desk. Please sign in every time you visit.

You will need to present your card each time that you visit the facility. If you lose your card, there will be a $10
fee to print a new card. No exceptions.

You will need to abide by DCTC house rules (see reverse).

You will need to clean up after your dog(s). Notify staff of any accidents, so we can clean under the mats if
necessary. All waste is to be disposed of in a bin that will be placed outside the front door and outside the back
door. NO waste is to be put in an indoor bin.

If your dog has an accident in the facility, the FEE is $1 to be deposited in our “POTTY BUCKET” that will be
located in each room. Membership may be revoked if accidents occur without a payment ‘to the bucket’. All
proceeds will be donated to Patriot Paws — http://www.patriotpaws.org. Accidents by puppies under 6 months are
excluded. We teach our dogs that there are consequences to their actions. We as handlers have consequences
as well.

How this works:

Current student membership fee is $25 per month.

Memberships for current students will expire at the close of the last day of every month. No matter what date you
purchase a membership, it will expire at the close of business the last day of the month purchased.

If you are no longer a student at DCTC, you will be welcome to purchase a Non-Student Visitor Pass at any time.
There will be no refunds once a membership card is purchased.
